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HANNAH'S former
headteacher Rev Christoph-
er Hollowood said he was
“deeply saddened” to hear
of her familys negative ex-
perience.

The headteacher at the
Bishop of Llandaff Church in
Wales High School added:
“The governors’ investi
tion concluded that this in-
cident was not typical and
that the school had not failed

in its duty of care towards
Mrs Bindings daughter”

Rev Hollowood said bul-
Iying was never accepted nor
tolerated at the school.

He said the school was
proud of the strategies it
employed to tackle bullying,
including  peer support,
chaplain counselling,  staff
training and information for
parents about cyberbully-
ing.

But Maureen Booth-Mar-
tin, of the Cardiff-based sup-
port group Children Under
Risk from Bullying, who has
been helping the Binding
family, believes a new in-
dependent body needs to be
founded to investigate school
bullying complaints.

She said: “At the moment
parents have nowhere to go
to complain except for the
school itself, and the school

itself can’t be objective.”
I the next yeas, Beathul.
hopes to work with 50
Tl ohols 1o encourage
young people to run their
own  antibullying  cam-
paigns.
1t will hold workshops
highlighting the antibully-
ing message through sport
and music as well as training
youngsters to be mentors in
School and online.
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
