CyberMentors is a Beatbullying project and the first nationwide peer-mentoring social networking site run by young people for young people that has helped over 900,000 young people since launch in March 09.  Online communication is becoming substantial part of young people’s lives and we are recruiting qualified counsellor to apply their therapeutic skills online and help to sustain this phenomenal social service. 
Qualifications

Young people seek emotional support from CyberMentors.org.uk for a range of psychological issues such as depression, anxiety, anger, post effects of trauma and bullying, low self-esteem, self-harm, eating disorders and sexual identity. We are therefore recruiting highly qualified volunteer counsellors to work in an online capacity with the following minimum qualifications:
  - Ideally applicants are in their 2nd year of Diploma Level Counselling/Psychotherapy Training. However, trainees on the 1st year of a Diploma Course will be considered providing they have successfully completed an advanced Certificate in Counselling (either a full year course or the equivalent of 9-12 months’ study) and a minimum of 25 hours clinical face to face experience.
  - Alternatively applicants may be 1st year Counselling/Psychotherapy MSc/MA students without previous therapeutic training can also qualify provided they have relevant experience of direct work with children and/or young people and 25 hours clinical face to face experience.

Applicants are ideally expected to be a member of BACP or equivalent

Commitment

We would expect a minimum commitment of 3 months and operate a regular shift pattern and are currently looking for counsellors to fill the following slots: Weekdays 23.00-02.00 and Weekends 19.00-02.00. You will be required to fill one of these slots on a regular basis.

Ideally you would be expected to have regular contact from an external supervisor as we offer peer supervision every 6 weeks.
